“Most of us have been playing together since we were 6 or so,” Nava said. “It’s a lot easier to move
the ball around if you know where the guys are or where they’re going to be. | know exactly where they
like to have the ball.”

Nava and the Yellowjackets vow to defend their state crown successfully.

“We had a rough patch or two at the beginning of the season, but the last few games, we have been
getting that fire back,” Nava said. “We are not cocky. We are confident. We know what we have to do.
We have faith in each other.”
