The top-seeded boys of Queen Creek took part in the
Cactus Cup Tournament and the Chandler Invite this year
but, as well know, matches won, lost or tied during invita-
tional play have no bearing on postseason play and that’s
what we are here for and that’s what the Bulldogs have
been aiming for.

Top seeded Notre Dame Prep won back-to-back state champi-
onships in the old Division II state playoffs in 2015 and 2016 but
eventual 5A state runner-up Arcadia outlasted the Saints in the
semifinal round in PKs last year to deny the squad a chance for
three championships in a row. At 16-2-1 overall and 12-0 in games
that count, it looks like the Saints are destined for another shot at
the top.
Senior standout Lindsay Shipley is leading the charge once again

and she is joined be fellow seniors Abby Furtmann, Amelie Young,
Anna White and Maddie Stolper. This group of seniors have
outscored opponents 40-3 in their last ten games alone. One of
those victories was a 1-0 decision over defending 5A state champi-
on Chaparral. The Firebirds (10-2) are seeded No. 3 this year which
means there can only be a rematch if the two squads make it to the
final game.
“We have two seniors this year after graduating eight last year,”

said Chaparral head coach Robyn Carlson. “We have a great mix of
experienced returning veteran players with some new players who
have really come together to play for each other. They work hard
and have good chemistry on and off the field.”
The Firebirds sport a great group of seniors also.
“The leadership from senior defender Gina Leete and senior for-

ward Chrissy Dunham has helped our season be successful thus
far. Gina is a top defender who will be attending Seattle University
to play soccer in the fall and Chrissy’s positive attitude mixed with
Gina’s determination has pushed these girls to do their best. We
have had scoring from many different players because the girls play
as a team rather than individuals,” he added.
Notre Dame will face No. 16 Shadow Ridge (8-5) in the first round

and Chaparral will host No. 14 Mountain View Marana (5-7-1).

ND Making Strong Case for Another Championship

No. 2 Ironwood Ridge (9-2-1) controls the bottom half of the
bracket and the Nighthawks fell to Chaparral in PKs in the semifinal
round last year.
“We lost five key players off of our 2016-2017 5A state semifinalist

team, including our entire midfield and top two goal scorers,” head
coach Sean Watkins said. “It’s been quite a process retooling our
lineup and adjusting our style of play to meet the abilities of our cur-
rent roster.  Now, our players and coaching staff have a belief in our
system and are peaking at the perfect time.”
According to Watkins, senior defender and captain Emma

McCormick, senior midfielder and captain Genny Jilka, senior keep-
er Quinci Black and junior forward and captain Bella Santavicca
lead his team. Santavicca has 14 goals and 10 assists.
“Santavicca is an absolute blast to watch play and is definitely a

must see! I’m not a fan of comparing young players to professional
athletes, but she moves and affects the game similar to Messi both
in skill and stature,” Watkins added.
Watkins is in his 11th year with Ironwood Ridge with a record of

183-57-20. He has led the Nighthawks to the state tournament 10
times with two semifinal appearances (2016 and 2017) and a state
runner-up finish in 2011.
Ironwood Ridge will host No. 15 Willow Canyon (8-5) in the first

round.
No. 4 Arcadia (9-3) is going up against No. 13 Verrado (8-5) in the

first round. Arcadia head coach Adam Zweiback offered three rea-
sons for the success of his team this year in relation to the runner-
up finish last season:
“A whole bunch of girls stepping up to replace the eight players

we lost from last year's state finalist team; Fantastic support from
Arcadia's families, administrators and training staff and
Implementing our "One Program, Two Teams" philosophy: JV play-
ers are the V players of the future!”
Arcadia will face No. 13 Verrado (8-5) in the first round.

#9 Highland (9-5-2) at #8 Sandra Day O'Connor (10-3-2):
Highland won its play-in game knocking off defending state
champion Gilbert, its top rival. The Hawks finished third in
the Central Region behind Desert Vista and Corona del Sol,
but didn't come close to beating either one in region
play. Highland scored only two goals in its five losses and
two ties. Sophomore Alex Kessler led Highland offensively
with nine goals. SDO shared the Desert Valley Region title
with Pinnacle and Desert Mountain. Like Highland, the
Eagles aren't a high-powered offensive team. They surren-
dered just 15 goals in 15 games. SDO's last run at at title
came in 2015 when it lost to in the final to Chandler. Senior
Will Harris leads the team with seven goals.

#12 Trevor Browne (15-5-2) at #5 Pinnacle (14-5-1): Trevor
Browne reached state with a 2-1 play-in game win over
Perry. The Bruins own and invitational tourney win over
Pinnacle (3-1) from December and managed to play reason-
ably well in losses to Brophy and high-ranked 5A

Defense is the Wolves' strength led by keeper and co-cap-
tain Brock Jones (10 goals allowed in 16 games) and
defender and co-captain Cole Welp, who has handed out 11
assists. Sunnyside avoided a play-in game this year and
brings a defense-oriented squad to the tournament. The Blue
Devils lost a play-in game to Chandler last year. Center-
mid/forward Manuel Quiroz is the offensive leader with 18
goals and 8 assists and the team's best finisher. Edson
Vasquez is right behind with 8 goals and 13 assists. Center-
back and leader of the defense is Stephen Gonzales.

#10 San Luis (10-3-1) at #7 North (15-2-1): San Luis failed
to win its region, but took care of business in beating
Maryvale, 3-0, in a play-in game. They were the only Yuma

school in 6A to reach the tournament as Cibola and Kofa fell
in the play-in round. The Sidewinders are led by Samuel
Apodaca (14 goals) and Erik Vera (9 goals, 7 assists). they
have never had a losing season and been a state runner-up
twice in their history. The last time was in 2015 in a D-II-title
loss to Queen Creek. North won the Metro Region with a
perfect 5-0 mark. The Mustangs are 11-0-1 in their last 12
games, including wins over Trevor Browne and Corona del
Sol. North hasn't won a state tournament game since 2009.

#15 Hamilton (7-7-4) at #2 Desert Vista (13-4-2): Hamilton
is not used to being a low seed, but the Huskies are in and
can be dangerous. Previously they've never been lower than
No. 9 since seeding began in 2006. Hamilton took to the
road to Cibola to qualify and returned with a 4-1 play-in win
over the Raiders. Hamilton is making its 11th consecutive
state tournament appearance. Hamilton finished runner-up to
Brophy Prep in the Arizona Showcase Classic in late
December, the highlight of its season to date. Desert Vista
has been one of the steadier teams this season and finished
a perfect 5-0 to win the Central Region. The last two years it
has been the No. 16 seed. The Thunder advanced to the
semis in 205 and lost in the first round last year in OT to
Brophy. Desert Vista beat Hamilton, 3-1, a couple days after
the Huskies runner-up finish at the AZ Showcase. Desert
Vista's losses are to Brophy (two), Campo Verde and
Cathedral, CA. Its ties are against Chandler and it has five
victories against 6A state tourney participants.

Junior Kyla Ferry leads the team in scor-
ing with 17 goals, 11 assists, including seven-game winning
goals and Abby Hubbard is also in double figures with 11
goals, 5 assists. Senior Kinsey Ehmann has been solid in
goal the past four seasons and defender Nicole Hook is a
valuable, all-around player. Mountain Pointe (#23 seed)
turned in the upset of the play-in round topping No. 10

Near the bottom of the quali-
fiers one often draws a juggernaut in the opening round and
that's what Corona is up against.. Perry has not started the
same lineup all season due to a myriad of injuries that cost
players anywhere from a couple matches here or there to
the season-ending variety.
